The grades for each marking period will be determined by a ratio of the total points that the student receives to the total points that were offered.

Criteria


Tests-  Tests will be worth 100 points.  Test questions will come from class notes, the text book, labs and homework assignments.


Homework-  I will check to see if homework and/or classwork is completed.  Each check is worth 5 points.  Homework is given to reinforce what you have learned in class.  Problems found on tests and quizzes are similar to those on homework assignments.  PLEASE DO THE HOMEWORK AND READ THE BOOK.  It is to your extreme benefit.


Quizzes-  Quizzes may be announced or unannounced and will be worth between 15 and 40 points.  Quizzes are open notebook.

Labs-  each lab assignment will be worth 15-25 points.  PLEASE NOTE:  I do not wish to see anyone hurt while performing a lab so I will not accept ANY  horseplay.


Class Participation-  At the end of each marking period a total number of points will be added to your total of points received.  This is based on my discretion only and is not open for discussion.  This can make a difference in your grade.

At the end of the marking period, I will divide the number of points you have earned by the total number of points given.  Your average will be computed based on the district grading policy.  Grades will not be rounded up.
